Types of Classes Taken During Academic Year 05-06
Students were asked to indicate the kinds of classes they took during Academic Year 05-06. The greatest
proportion of respondents enrolled in the Tacoma Program indicated that they had taken at least one day-
time, full-time program (76.9%). A total of 35.9% indicated that they had taken at least one Evening and
Weekend Studies part-time program and 12.8% reported taking at least one Evening and Weekend Studies
course. A total of 5.1% had participated an Independent Learning Contract and 2.6% had participated in an

Internship.
