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Tacoma campus students were asked to indicate modes of transportation that they typically used to commute to the Tacoma campus.
About 27% of respondents used alternative transportation: 14.5% of respondents indicated that they carpool with at least one other
adult, 4.8% indicated that they typically walk, 1.6% ride a bike, 9.7% ride the bus, and 1.6% used a combination of bike and bus.
