Of those who
were unsure or said no, 38.9% responded it was because of personal reasons, 38.9% were planning to transfer
to another institution, 33.3% were not satisfied with academics at Evergreen, 22.2% were not able to
continue for financial reasons, 22.2% indicated Evergreen administrative policies, 16.7% were not satisfied
with the social climate at Evergreen, and 11.1% answered Other. Other responses are included below.
