Dependent Children and Childcare

A large majority of new students (99.1% of first-time, first years and 84.8% of transfers) indicated they did not live
with dependent children. A very small percentage (0.1%) of first-time, first-years indicated living with dependent
children, whereas 15.2% of transfer students live with at least one dependent child. Of the new students that live
with a dependent child, about 5% of first-time, first-years and 53.7% of transfer students found adequate childcare.
