A total of 39.6% of First-time, First-year (FTFY) students planned to work between 20-29 hours while
attending classes at Evergreen, 27.4% of students planned to work between 10-19, 15.1% between 30-40
hours, 3.8% between 0 and 9 hours, 4.7% were not sure how many hours, and 9.4% had answers that could
not be categorized and are listed below.

Transfer students are planning to work more hours per week than FTFY students. 31.7% of Transfer
respondents are planning to work 20-29 hours, 28% between 30-40 hours, 27.3% between 10-19 hours, and
5.0% 0-9 hours, 4.3% weren't sure how many hours they would work, and 3.7% provided answers that could
not be categorized and are listed below.
