The National Survey of Student Engagement (NSSE) is a survey that assesses student 
engagement in educational practices that are associated with high levels of learning and 
development.   
 
• Evergreen seniors and first-year students have participated in the NSSE since 2000. 
 
• NSSE has developed five benchmarks of effective educational practice that are computed 

based on the results of clusters of individual survey questions. 
 
• The survey is conducted by an independent, third party organization that is supported by 

grants from The Pew Charitable Trusts, Lumina Foundation for Education, and the Center for 
Inquiry in the Liberal Arts at Wabash College.  It is co-sponsored by the Carnegie 
Foundation for the Advancement of Teaching and the Pew Forum on Undergraduate 
Learning. 

 
 
Response Rate 2002 
 
NSSE determines sample size based on total college enrollment during fall quarter, thus 
Evergreen’s sample was 700 students split evenly between first-year and senior students.  Of the 
700 students selected for participation, 223 completed the survey, which is an overall response 
rate of 32%.
