f4r, t)arnp, reportinq for the Personnell Selectjon ContnìtLee, recontnendecl that l,Jard

tiowden t¡e enç;aged on a teÍnporary part-tinte t¡asis as the Intr:rjm [xecutìve Director
of the lloard of Trustees vJith thc understandinq that hìs servjces are to lle used

r,rhen his time is not otherwjse obljqated in his posìtion as Secretâry of the l^lash-

i ngton State Senate.

.. i l'lr. Camp moved the adoption of the report of the commìttee. Ïhe motion
was seconded by l'4r. Saunders and carrìed.

l4r. Carnp reported further that he wjshed the whole lloard to act as a Conlmittee of
the l/Jhole to jntervjew acadelnic and administratìve personneì.

l4r. llalvorson reporting for the Site Selection Committee said that the committee
'inclucling all Board memi¡ers had intervier,red nine finns interested in doinq a site
selection study for the Board, and the character of the firms interviewed ranged
in background from engineers, ârchitects, researchers and educational planners.
The recommendation of hjs cornmittee was that Stanford Research Instjtute be empìovecl '

lle said tirat amoncl lhe reasons for the commìttee's conclusìon had been the long
experìence in this fìeld of the Stanford Research Institute, its abilitv to do the
jol¡ v.rithin the tinre-frame, and that it r^¡ould be able to approach the study from a

cornpl etel,y unbì ased viewpoìnt.

He also pointed out that architectural firms rvould be reviewed soon aqain in refer-
ence to actual campus pìanninq and buildinq.

i., lvlr. Halvorson moved that the report of the comnittee be adopted, that'' the Board autltorize the sul.¡missjon of a contract in the amount of $13,900'
not including architecture, enctineerjng or soil. tests, to Stanford Research
Institute, that the chairman and secretarv be auihorized to siqn such a

contract, and that payments for this work be made from operatìonal funds
appropriatecl to the lloard of Trustees. The lnotion was seconded by l4r.
Camp and caffjed.

l'ìr. Rol¡ert Tjossem, Ass'istant Attorney General assi!lned to the Board of Trustees,
explained the rejrnbursement for expenses of Board members and recommended purchase
of services of the State Personnel Board until such time as the Board of Trustees
establish0d personneì hiring and procedures"
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l4r. Tjossern aìso reported work being done on lly-Laws for the use of the Board.

, , 0n motjon of Flrs. Tourtellolte, seconded by 14r. llaìvorson, l,lr. ï.iossem
tvas asked to present a draft of B.y-Lal-rs at the next meetinq.

. J. 0n motiorì of I'lr" Saunders, seconded by l'4r. tialvorson, the Intenim [:xe-
cutìve [)ìrector r,vas authorized to hire necessary secretarial heìp lrìth
the understandinq that an.y person hjred urould be notìfied ìn urri ting
of the bemporar.y nature of such posjtion.

l4r. fìa.lph Bov,/en, Deputy State Auditor", outlined the benefits that the Board could
derive from the Office of the State Auditor. In add'í tion to post audit, v¡hich is
required by law annuaiiy, his office offered pre audit counsel and advìce. He

also explaìned the nevr Audit of llanaqement Perfonnance.

The Executive Director was requested to consult wjth the Department of Personnel
regarding hirinq and to secure copies of audjts of other state coìleqes for the
'in fo nnat i on of the Uoard.

Chairman Schmidt reported that the Boar"d had boen assìç¡ned the use of Senate Com-

mittee Roo¡lr 6 in the SenaLe Chamber until December 1, 1968, lle also r"earJ. a letter
from the Grays llarbor Chamber of Comrnerce regardinq site selection.

The Chairman reported on the tÌeetjnq of the Joint Board of the State Colleges held
September 23, 1967, jn Seattle, which was attended by three members of this ßoard.
Ihe Joìnt lloard js nrade up of the memtrers of the [Joards of Trustees of the four
State Colleges (not the two Universities). Thev meet quarterl.y for exchanqe of
vier'rs, and thÈ next meetìng will be December 2, 1967.

It was announcecl that Dr. l,/illiam Gonran had t¡een selected by the Stanford lìesearch
lnstitute to head up the stud.y on site selecljon.

The Chaìrman expressed the thanks of thc Board to t4r. l.la'ì vorson for hìs leadership
'in the mat.ter of the site. It was recognìzed that hìs background and experience
in this fìeld had been inva.l uat:le.
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The next mecting of the Boarcl will be held on October 25' 1967 ' at 3:00 p.m. at
the Hyatt House or Hilton Inn, r'^/ith arranqements to be nade by the Executive Djrec-
tor, Stanford Research Institute wì11 present a prelintìnarv report at that tjme.

The meetìng adjourned at 4:22 p.m,
