Mrs. Tourtellotte moved that the Board of Trustees adopt the
memorial resolution, a copy of which is attached, and that
it be prepared in a formal, printed fashion for presentation
to Mrs. Camp. Motion seconded by Mr. Schmidt and carried.

t was suggested that Mrs. Camp be invited to attend the next meeting of the
pard of Trustees so the resolution could be presented to her personally.

Halvorson reported on site acquisition, remarking that the college now has
40.55 acres of land. He also reported that a resolution for condemnation
ction on Parcels 31 and 71 had been received for Board approval.

Mr. Halvorson moved that the Board of Trustees approve the
condemnation resolution. Motion seconded by Mrs. Tourtellotte
and carried.

he financial report was presented by Mr. Saunders, who stated that the balance
of the operations appropriation for the period ending September 30, 1968 was
§124,921.11 and the balance of the capital appropriation for the same ending
period was $447,985.19.

Mr. Saunders moved that the financial report be adopted as
presented. Motion seconded by Mr. Halvorson and carried.

¥Mr. Saunders requested that Mr., Brodin report on the operating budget request
for 1969-71.

Mr. Saunders moved that the Board of Trustees authorize the
staff, following consultation with President-elect McCann,

to proceed with final document preparation of the operating
budget with the provision that any major deviation in prin-
cipal or in dollar amounts be brought to the Board for approval
prior to submittal. Motion seconded by Mr. Halvorson and
carried.

Mr. Clabaugh reported on progress made by Arthur D. Little, Inc.

Mr. Durham of Durham, Anderson & Freed reported that the firm's Phase I report
had been delivered to the printer and would be sent to the college by November 8,
and that the joint venture is proceeding with the first portion of Phase II a.
Mr. Durham also proposed Board approval of appointment of an architectural

rfeviewy committee, composed of a building architect, a2 landscape architect, and
experienced college architect, to review the site master plan, at a cost of
approximately $3,500.

e suggested that since the college has plans for a cultural center, that the
ommunity and the college join efforts for a single auditorium that would be
entrally located to better serve the people. Mr. Hittle asked that a rep-
esentative of the college attend a meeting in this regard on November 6 at

7:30 p.m. in the General Administration Building. Mr. Saunders asked that :
he college cooperate with this request insofar as it is possible. !

Mr. Clabaugh suggested an amendment to the retirement coverage resolution
under TIAA~CREF.

EVERGREEN STATE COLLEGE, AUTHORIZING THE
ATTORNEY GENERAL TO PURCHASE AND/OR
INSTITUTE CONDEMNATION PROCEEDINGS TO

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of The Evergreen State College
een authorized by law to acquire property for a campus site,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Trustees of The Evergreen '//'

1. That the property described below is necessary for a
ampus site:

PARCEL NG. 1:

That portion of the Southeast Quarter of the
Southeast Quarter of Section 6, Township 18
North, Range 2 West W. M., described as fol-
lows: Beginning at the Northwest corner of

Another provision in the participation section of the resolution indicates
that persons appointed to the rank of assoclate professor or higher may
participate immediately upon appointment, and others may petition the ad~
intstration for immediate appointment (underscoring added)., 7This wording
vas Included in the oviginal resolution because 1t i3 employed by other

gtate colleges., At one tiwme, the retirvement program rvesolutions of each of
the dnstitutions, including the two universities, excluded assistant professors
nd Instructors from immediate participation except by petition. The reason-
ing for such exclusion was that it esteblished the plan as a fringe benefit
to be earned rsther than mandatory contribution which would be autcomatically
leducted from new faculty, and, it reduced the cost of operations for the
nstitutions.,

‘he University of Washington and Washington State University have, in the
1ast several years, amended thelr resolutions so as to delete the exclusion
asslstant professors and Instructors from immediste participation except
petition, President Molapn agrees wilth the reasondng emploved by the
niversity of Washiagton and Washington State University.

. FParticipation in the Plan,

A« Participation 1s restricted to and 1is mandatory for regular
wembers of the ipstructional staff, the professional library
stalf, and such administrative officers as the Board of Trustees
nay deslgnate, EXCEPT THAT:

l. Members of the State Teachers' Retirementg System may
elect at the time of their appolniment to retain their
mesbership in that system elther permanently or temporarily;

2. Members of the State Employees’ Retirement System may
elect at the time of thedir appointiment to retain their
nembership in that system, either permanently or temporarily,

B. A two-year waiting perlod for membership in TIAA~CREF is
normally required of all persons eligible to participate in
the program, However, persons appointed to the rank of
associate professor or higher may participate inmediately
upon appointment;, and others may petition the administration
for immediate appointment. Imnediate participation is
required for those who already own TIAA annuity contracts. i

C. Membership in CASI shall begin immediately upon appointmeant.

The Tvergroen State Coilege shall forward the combined sum to
Teachers Insurance and Annuilty Association for the purchase of
retivement benefits for the participant ags follows:

(a) At the election of the participant, elther 100 per
cent, 7% per cent, 50 pa2r coent, or 25 per cent of such
comblned sum will be appliled as a premijum for a TIAA
retivement annuity contract on the participant's life.

(b) The balance, I1f any, of such combined sum will be applied
as o premium for a CREF rotivement anmuity certificate
on the pavticipant's life.

Ownership of Annuity Contracty, The participant shall have full
title to his TIAA and CREF policies.

Retivement Income. The sources of retdrement income shall be as follows:

A. Benefits from 01ld Apa and Survivors Insurance {Soclal Security).
B. Income derived from TIAA and CREY policies.
Retirement Ape. Except as provided du Section VI, all participants

in this retivement plan shall retire at the end of the academic
yvear in which they attain age 65, herein called normal retirement age.

Extension of Serviece. Xy special vote of the Board of Trustees,
extensions 0f service beyond normal retlrement age may be made
for definite periods not to excced one year each, but no such
extensions shall postpone retirement beyond the end of the
academic year in which age 70 is attained.

Admindstration. The admlnistratlion of this retiroment system
shall be by a retivament officer appointed by the President,

Effective Date. The cffective date of this retirement plan
ghall be s 19 .

BYLAWS FOR THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES Orvended (O-16-68

OTF THY EVERGREEN STATE COLLEGEH
Article 1

NAME, COMPOSITION, AND POWERS OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Sec. 1. Name. The name of the governing Board of this College
ghall be the “BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF THE EVERGREEN STATE COLLEGE,"
hereinafter referred to as the "Board of Trustees.”

Sec., 2. Composition and Powers., The form and composition of
the Board of Trustees, its duties and powers, are prescribed in
Section 5, chapter 47, Laws of 1967.

Article 11

MEETINGS

Sec. 1. Regular Meetings. A regular meeting of the Board of
Trustees shall be held once each month, unless dispensed with by
the Board of Trustees, at such time and place as the Board of
Trustees may direct.

Sec. 2. Speclal Meetings. The Chairman of the Board of
Trustees, or any two members thercof, may call special nmeetings
of the Board of Trustees at any time; and notice of the time,
place and purpose thereof shall be given to each Trustee by
letter or telegram or direct telephone call.

Sec, 3. Public Meetings; Executive Sessions. Meetings of
the Board of Trustces shall be open to the publilc, except in
executive sessions. Action may be considered and proposed in
executive sessions, but officlal action shall ba taken only in
public neetings.

Sec. 4. Quorum and Exercise of Powers. Three Trustees shall
constitute a quorum of the Board of Trustees for the transaction
of buasiness. No action shall be taken by the Board of Trustees
at poy weeting when there is lese than a quorum.

All matters coming before the Beard for determination shall
be determined by the note of the majority of the quorum.




Sec., 5. Rules of Procedure. The rules contained in Robert's
Rules of Order Revised, as copyrighted in 1951 by Isabel H. Robert,
shall govern the proceedings at and the conduct of the meatings of
the Board of Trustees and dits committees, in all cases to which
they are applicable and to the extent they are not inconsistent
with these bylaws.

Article III

CGFFICERS OF THE BOARD

Sec. 1, Designation and Qualifications. The officers of
the Board of Trustees shall be Chairman, Vice~Chairman, Secretary
and Treasurer. The Chairman and Vice~Chairman shall be members
of the Board of Trustees. The Secretary of the Hoard of Trustees
of The Evergreen State College may be eifther a member of the Board
or the President of the College. The Treasurer shall be the
President of the Colluge.

Sec. 2. Election. The Board of Trustees shall elect the
Chairman, Vice-Chairman, and Secretary, Sald Officers shall be
elected from the board at the regular June meetling of the Board
and shall hold cffice for one year, and until their successors are
elected. In the event of an interim vacancy in any of said offices,
their successors may be elected to hold offfce for the unexpired
term. Wewly elected officers shall take office as the last order
of business at this June meeting.

Article IV
POWERS AND DUTILIES OF QFFICERS

Sec, 1. Chairman and Vice-Chairman. The Chairman of the Board
of Trusteeg shall preside at meetings of the Board of Trustees.
In the event of his absence or inability to act, the Vice-~Chairman
shall preside.

In case of the absence of the Chalrman and Viece-Chairman from
any meeting of the Board of Trustees, the Chalrman shall appoint a
Board member to preside at the meeting.

The Chairman of the Board and the Vice~Chairman are severally
authorized with the Secretary, on behalf of the Board of Trustees,
to execute, and except where express authority has been elsewhere
conferred by law, or by rule, order or resolution of the Board of
Trustecs, shall execute, on behalf of the Board of Trustees, all
contracts, deeds, leases, notes, mortgeges, deeds of trust, bonds




indentures, warrants, uadertakings, powars of attorney, releases and
satisfactiong of mortgages and indebtednesses, reconvevances under
deeds of trust and all other releases, when the same have been
authorized to be executed by the Beoard of Trustees,

Except when specifically authorized by the Board of Trustees,
no Trustee may make or enter into any contract cn behalf of The
Evergreen State College.

Sec. 2. The Secretary shall record and keep the minutes of the
meetings and proceedings of the Board of Trustees, The Secretary is
authorized, with the Chairman or Vice~Chairman of the Board of
Trustees, on behalf of the Board of Trustees, to exscute or to

attest all contracts, deecds, leases, notes, wmortgages, deeds of

trust, bond indenturus, warrants, undertakings, powers of attorney,
relesses and satisfactions of mortgages and indebtednesses, reconvey-
ances under deeds of trust, and all other releases, when the sanme
have been authorized to be executed by order of the Board of Trustees.

Sec. 3. The President shall give public notice of all meetings
of the Board of Trustees. He shall gilve notice of all meetings of
committees of the Board of Trustees. He shall ke the custodian of
all official records of the Board of Trustees including all deeds,
contracts, and other documents and paperxs of the Board of Trustees.

8ec. 4. The President shall be Treasurer of the Board of Trustees.
In the name of the Board of Trustees, he shall receive and take

charge of all moneys and property of the Board of Trustees subject

to the control and direction of the Board of Trustees. The Treasurer
shall make such reports on all matters pertaining to the fiscal
operations of the Board of Trustees, as shall be requested by the

Board of Trustees. The Treasurer is authorized to receive on behalf

of the Board of Trustees, any funds, securities, properties, or other
agsets distributed to the Board of Trustees of The Evergreen State
College ov departments or divisions from any estate, or received as
gifts, or from any trust, and to issue appropriate recelpts and
releases in connection therewich, He is likewise authorized to

receive and to issue receipts and releases for any funds or other
agsets payable or deliverable te the Board of Trustees of The Evergreen
State College as a result of any court action,

Sec. 5. Claime and Expenses. All valid claims against and
expeunses of The Evergreen State College shall be paid on vouchers
approved by the President or his designee,

Sec, 6. Special Authority of Officers. The Officers of the
Board of Trustees shall have such powers and shall perform such
duties in addition te those set forth herein as may be delegat d
to thew by the Board of Trustees.




Article V
SEAL

Sec. 1. Design, The seal of The Everpreen State College shall
be of a form and design to be subsequently approved by the Board.

Article VI

AMENDMENT OF BYLAWS:

No Bylaw shall be adopted, repealed, or amended, except by the
affirmative vote of three Trustees at a regulary meeting of the Doard
of Trustees, and unless at a regular meeting of the Beard of Trustees
held prior to the meeting at which a proposed Bylaw, repeal, or
amendment of Bylaw 1s voted upon, notlce of intention to propose
such Bylaw, or repeal, or amendment, including a draft thereof,
ghall have heen proposed,
