.REoRGANIZATIoN - Actíon

Mr. Kormondy ínformed the Trustees that since the Board had concurred in
the estâblíshment of a four-year roLationa:I. policy for Lhe acadenic deans
four years ago (presenlly there are four deans), the scheme has been
re-evaluated; he presented the restruclured organization for the deanship
and mentioned that the function of t:eorganization was to strengthen the
deansr role in decision-making responsibíllty and authoríty.

OT' ORGANIZATTON RESULTING FROM REA],IGNMENT - AcTion

Mx. Clabaugh outlined the changes in the table c)f orgaflization which
reflect the revised deanery organizatíon, the cornbining of the student
access offices, and appoíntment of l,arry SËenberg as Dean of Enroll¡rent
Services. As a result of this realignment, the Coordinator of Counselin¡l
and the Program Assistant for Health Services, previously reporting to
the Dean of Student Development Programs, ¡,¡i11 now report directly to
the Administrative Vice President. In addítion, the Director of Computer
ServÍces will report to the Admínístrative Vice President rather than the
Vice President and Provost. A<lclitional changes not reflecfed on the
table of organization are: Security reporting to the Dírector of Facilities,
_and the adjudicatíon functíon formerly handled by Larry Stenberg wíll now
be harìdled by Lhe Director of Housing.
