?RESIDENT'S REPORT: GOVERNOR'S BUDGET RECOMMENDATIONS

President Mccann reported that Governor Rayrs budget request for Evergreen
ls below that of forner Governor Evansr by about $780,000 o\,/íng primarlly
to her setting reduced enrollmenr quotas (2,500 FTE in 1977 and 2,600 FTE in
1978) and reducing the facutty formula percentage.

The college has requested restoratíon of $318,000: $84,000 in srudenr servíces,
$73,000 ln audio-visual area of the Líbrary, $42,000 to restore Compurer
Services to current level, and $70,000 for updating and maíntenance of Computer
Services equipment and for a PLATO system,

herejnafter referred to as "the Department" and the EVERGREEN srATE COLLEGE, herein-after referred to as "the Coììege",

'íIHtREAS' the Departrnent and the coììege dìci on July 30, 1971, enter into an ag¡ ee-
ment prov.iding for use by the coìlege of certai n land and improvements owned 6y the
Department for educational and related activitjes,

AND l^lHEREAS, sajd land and ìmprovenrents rdere acquìred by the Departnent r¡rith 0utdoor
Recreation Account Funds under IAC Project Agreenent No. 70-606A,

AND l^JHtREAS, sâid use by the Coììege, aìthough conformìng Þ/ith the mutuaììy agreed
terms and conditìons of said agreenìent, does not conform rvìth Interagency Commíttee
for Outdoor Recreation (IAC) Generaì Policy 03.06.000, Conversìon of property,

AND WHEREAS, the Co1 ìege and the Department desire that the Colìege shouìd continue
use of_saìd land and improvements jn accordance rvjth said agreemeñt, and in compìiance
with IAC General Poì.icy 03.06.000, Conversion of property,

-IHEREFORE, it is mutual ìy agreed and undersiood that said agreement shall be

amended as fol I ovls:

l. Paragraph 4 b is amended to read

To- provide a public interpretive center utìlìzing approximately 900 square feet
of the main floor of the structure on the premises to jnform the publ l'c about
the natural resources of the Nisquaììy Rìver and its delta. said jnterpretive
center to be open to the Þublic on a scheduled basis of l:00 p.irl" to 5:00 p.14.

at least three (3) days a week, ìncìuding Saturday or Sunday, and for group
use by arrangement.

2. Paragraph ll, Reservation of Public Use, is amended to read

Public use of the premises lying northerly of the area sepanatìon fence for ac-
cess to the beach and the launching cf boats is reserved at all iines. The gate
in. the area separation fence shall be kept open during daylìght hours to perñit
pubìic access to the area southerly of said fence. The colìége shall install a
sign at a conspÍc¡¡¡5 location on said fence to inform the public of the College's
program on the site and the schedule of days and hours the interpretìve center"'is
open to the pubì ic.

All other terms and conditions of said aqreement remajn ìn full force and effect.
