¡'aculty CollectÁv.e. Bargalning Request - Discussion

Ton Rainey, representlng Êhe AFT union, lnformed the Trustees that the
union represented 57 percent of the faculty (via an authorization card
campaígn); presented a llst of faculty who had sì.gned cards; and asked
the Board to prepare to negotiate regardlng faculty benefits, salaries
and work condítions. He added that he expected no Trustee action at
thls tlme buÈ thãt the unlon would be prepared to begin negotiatlons
by lhe first of September.

Mr. Montecucco lnformed the Trustees that no current law authorizes the
Trustees to recognize the A¡'T as the excluslve bargaining representatíve.

Upon Presídent McCannts advíce, the Trustees returned the llst of narnes
to Mr, Raíney and Èhanked hirn for hls presentaÈion.

Mr. Raíney noted for Ëhe record that he dísagreed ¡uith the Assístant
Attorney General's lnterpretationr and that Èhe union rn¡ould be back to
the Board before very long,

Presentatlon of Ecological Report to Trustees

Richard Cellaríus and several of his students presented copíes of their
report, entltled "A Proposal for Ecologlcal I'orestry on a Portlon of The
Evergreen State College Campus" to the Trustees' Mr. Cellarius mentloned
that copies would be presented âlso to the campus environmental advisory
commlttee.
