Ed Kormondy reviewed thg,college's efforts and plans for increasing winter
and spring enrollment.

Trustee Hadley suggested a toll-free telephone number; Mr. Clabaugh
indicated the admissions office does have a toll-free line and agreed
to have the telephone number advertised.

978-80 CAPITAL BUDGET - Actionm

The Trustees had given telephonic approval for the 1978-80 capital budget.
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Mr. Flowers moved formal approval of the submission of a 1978-80
fiscal period capital budget request (attached) totalling

$807,500 from the State General Fund to correct health and safety
hazards, perform emergency roof repairs, design and develop recrea-
tional facilities and remodel the library to comply with new
Federal Copyright laws. Seconded by Mr. Halvorson and passed.

THER BUSINESS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS

Graduate Program - Discussion

Trustee Flowers asked about the graduate studies program; Mr. Kormondy
reported on the need for Council for Postsecondary Educatlon and
legislative authorization, and that the college aims toward a beginning
program in fall 1979.

Policy for Financial Obligation of Students - Action

Mr. Clabaugh asked the Trustees to place a revision of the policy for
financial obligation of students on the agenda in order to have a public
hearing at the next meeting.

Mr. Halvorson moved to place on next meeting's agenda a public
hearing under the Administrative Procedures Act to consider
revision to WAC 174-~162-300 relating to financial obligations
of students. Seconded by Mr, Berglund and passed.

Recrultment of Academlc Dean - Biscussion

Student Donna Hayes stated that at an affirmative action meeting she heard
that the hiring process for the academic deans had not been sent to the
college's affirmative action officer; President Evans indicated that he
had sent the procedures to Ms. Rindy Jones some time ago.

The date of the next meeting was set for December 8; the Trustees were
reminded of the December 16 Joint Boards of Trustees meeting at the
SeaTac Red Lion Motor Inn.

The evaluation of adequacy pertaining to a
specific request is described ip seciion 14 {Space Reguirements) of the Froject
Request,

SPECIFIC PROBLEMS END ECONOMIC FACTQRS

Tne Evergreen State College is isclated from Olympia area recreational facilis
ties. Evergreen students must make a round trip of approximately 15 miles to
take advantage of the limited recreational facilities Clympia has to offer.
This protlem of isolation is compounded by several factors.

1a There is minimal public transportation between the campus and local
recreational facilities.

2. Students' income is limited; they cannct afford the gost of private
transportation nor admission fees Into recreational facilities in the
local area.

3. Energy and particularly fossil fuels are becoming more and more scarce
and costly. From both the ecconomic and envirenmental aspects it is
not desirable to travel such a distance to the greater Olympia area.

SUMMARY OF SIX YEAR FUNDING REQUEST:

The capital budget has the fellowing fund sources: {001) State General Fund and
(252) Unexpended Plant - Local Fund.

Tuition revenues have been fully committed te facilities &lready constructed.
“herefore, we request that all projects in the 1978-80 capital budget request be
funded from the State General Fund.

The College Activities Building - Prase II will be funded from the service and
activity fee through the Unexpended Plant - Local Fund.

The Evergreen State College needs a gymnasium facility to provide indoor recreaticnal
space. The Gollege Recreation Cernter Phase I will, incidentaily, provide a badly
needed space for academic programs, which indlude: performing arts, Pacific Rim
studies (martial arts), recreation and recreation management, Multi-Media prodgttion,
and health science programs. It will also include assenbly space for events Tike
graduation that require seating capacity in excess to two thousand. Current & -
facilities are inadeguate to meet this demand. ﬁﬁf

ALTERNATIVES {12}

Convert existing covered recreation pavilion - this alternative wouid reguire
extensive remcdeling to a wood frame roof structure with open sides that
cover two tennis courts. Net assignable area 16,350 sq. £t. Estimated cost
if bid in June 1879 is $2,06%,000. New locker/shower/equipment roars and fire
sprinkler system required, also steam, condensate and electrical utility
extensions required. Disadvantages — loss of tennis courts, duplicaticn of
support facilities (lockexr/shower/equipment rocm), very remote from existing
parking lots and campus core.

Phase II Altermative - opne full size court on ground level, interchangesble

to two secondary courts, for gross avea of 22,780 sg. ft. Estimated cost if
bid in June 1979 is $2,161,400. With this alternative, only 80% of calculated
entitlement is provided. This altemative would provide the necessary large
open space for basketball, volleyball, etc., but becausz of the elimination of
the mat space, we would have to give up important functions related to academic
programs and most sports. A one floor addition will not provide a camplete
facility and desirable separation for the verious programs.
