Housfng Deslgn Proj ec t (CoIIier)

Mr, Jacob inforrned the Trustees that the housing systen ü¡as built without
adequate social space in Buildíng A' Students on each floor share an

inadequate communlty kitchen' \n L973 the facilities office designed a

project to convert stludlos ínto apartments and to creaLe social space by
oslng the community kitchens, but because of funding problems the projeci:
rvas not lnttiated. three studies since 1973 noted lack of social- space
as a problem (accïeditatlon report' CPE study, and the enrollnent task
force).

Jon Collier was hÍred to \4¡ork \{lth a group of students on internshlps to
design plans (l) to change community kltchens into social space, and (2)
to turn two-person studtos into apartments wtth kitchens. Durlng the study,
however, it has become apparenÈ that making the community kitchens more
adequate for both food preparatÍon and soclal space provldes a better'
¡nore econonic answer. The other part of the ProjecL 1s Lo design adeq¡late
social space eÍther in existing facillties or in a sepârate facilíty'
