report from Conference Servìces, indicatjng that over 4,000 people will
attend summer conferences at Evergreen. This summer, for the fjrst time,
Evergreen hosts Business I'leek. The President djstrjbuted an internatjonal
map designed to aid forejgn v'isitors to campus.

The Presjdent made recommendatjons regard'ing putting a policy in pìace that
will 1ega1'ly protect the College and allow additional and djrect commun'ity
i nPut .

Chajrman Tang aìso expressed Board apprec'iation to the DTF and the Advisory
Board. Because of the time deadlines establjshed by the code reviser and
the varjous concerns the Board has, the Board instructed staff to fjle both
oolicies (as rev'ised to meet Trustee concerns) for pub'lic hearjng on August
\1, The poì'icy adopted in August wilì be distributed; and for a ninety-day
period, beginn'ing wjth the start of school, the Evergreen community can
bomment on this poì'icy. Chairman Tang outlined the two concerns the
Trustees had regarding the administration proposaì and the ten areas of
concern identified in the DTF proposal. In November, suggestions received
will be taken under advisement. The Board would provìde notjce of any
amendments coming out that process and act on changes at the January
meetì ng.

Trustee Gelman observed that minor changes can be made at the August t7
meetjng as part of adoption, so that further ìnput during this period is not
precluded. He noted that these recommendation were made jn good faith in an

tempt to get a document fair to everyone. Trustees emphas'ized that the
licy will have cont'inuing review over time.
