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Motion Mr. Haley moved to approve. t.he contract with LTones
f0-f-92 and Roberts Company of Olympia for the IJab Annex Phase

fII project. Lo compfete the base bid plus alternates #2
(Ceramics Addition) and afLernaEe #3 (Castíng Canopy)
ín the amount of $1,081,600, and Eo del-egate authority
to the Executive Vice President to authorize change
orders, not to exceed $84,800, budgeted as contingency
fÕr such purposes. In addition, he moved to apprÕve
delegation of authorit.y Lo che Presídent to complete
al-ternate #1 (Kiln Room) with savings from other
capital projects, should the funds become avail-able
(total cost of the Kifn Room is $82,000) . Seconded by
Ms. Girvin and passed.
