President .Iervis

set the context for the discussion and reviewed the elemeús ofthe administrative

recommendation.

A special meeting was necessary to provide timely input into the preparation ofthe Higher

Education Coordinating Board master plan to be presented to the legislature in December. The

President related recent population forecasts for the state over the next fifteen yeafs The

projected overall growth in the state by the year 2010 will be approximately 24 pefcent; the

projected gfowth ofthe 17- fo 22-year old popuiation is 34 percent (approximately 50,000

ãdditional students at cunent participation rates). This recommendation, which will guide the

College's recruitment efforts and the development ofnext biennium's budget request, was

cleveloped in consultation with campus constituencies and proposes a total growth for llvergreen
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ofabout 1600 students during this pcriod. 'fhe plan suggesls the adclitiol ofa new graduate

program aroulìd the 1ur.r.r of the colttury aud possible acceleratiot.t ofthe cotistluction ofPhase II

of tlte Seminar Building. Trustees were asked to applove the shape ofthe proposal ralher tharì

the detail.

. tlìe addition ofa uew graduate program;

. the approxitnate proportions of35 percent lower-division, 57 petcent

upper-division, 8 percent graduate slndents, a slighl increase in the

proportion ofupper division over the current levels'
