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Students were asked a series of questions regarding the importance of diversity to their learning, the amount of respect for diversity, and

"Quite a bit" and "Very" important (35% each) with "Somewhat" important being the third most frequent response (20%).  A total of 10% of 

First-time, First-year respondents indicated that diversity was  "Not at All" or "A Little Bit" important. 
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
