Suggested Guidelines for Wages for On-Campus Student Positions

Supervisors of Evergreen student employees determine the rate of pay for positions in their area. The following rubric
is offered as a suggested way to set fair and equitable wages for on-campus positions.

Expectations for on-campus wages:

e Wages for similar jobs should be equitable within departments and across campus.

e No College employee may be paid below the Washington State Minimum Wage.

e Pay rates reflect job duties — not student need. Students with Work Study funding must be paid the same wage

as student paid from Institutional funds.

Students who do equivalent work must be paid equivalent wages.

e The rationale for pay raises must be clear, fair, and equally applied to all student employees. Appropriate
reasons for pay raises include, but are not limited to: increased skills, seniority, etc.
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Suggested Minimum wage: $9.19 $9.50 $9.80 $10.75
