WHEREAS, on July 39, 1971 , Thurston County Fire Protection District

No. 9, entered ihto an agreement with The Evergreen State College
whereby the district agreed to furnish fire protection to the
college and the college agreed to pay for said protection, and
WHEREAS, as a part of sald agreement the district agreed to
"select, properly train, supervise and compensate ten students
from the college to act as firemen for the district,” and .
WHEREAS, Thurston County Fire Protection District No. 9 has
adopted its resolution No. %8 , supplementing the terms of said
agreement, NOW, THEREFORE,

IT Is HEREBY AGREED:

1. The terms of resolution No. 48  adopted by Thurston
County Fire Protection District No. 9 are hereby adopted.

2. The district will provide to the students from

The ¥vaergreen State College who serve as firemen for the district
pursuant to hthe terms of the above—stated agreemént, wirtile on
duty and in liev of compensation, necessary meals not exceeding
three meals per fireman per day. If the district at any time

for any reason cannot supply such meal service, the district will
make an equivalent cash reimbursement to each such fireman for his
actual and necessary cost of said meal not exceeding $3.00 per
meal, and not exceeding a total of $30.00 per week per fireman,
to be reimbursed on individual vouchefs gubmitted by each such
fireman.

3, The distriet will continue o cause said meals

to be furnished thfough the facilities of The Lvergreen State

College whenever possible, and will pavy for said service at
